The project team visited Arikanki village on the 25th of July. We were given a warm welcome by
the villagers. The community awareness took place during a vigil organized by the villagers and
many parents, youths, teenagers and children from Oretu, Arikanki and the surrounding villages
were present. We gave a 40-minute presentation on the role of effective education in community
development and discussed extensively on the work of Bramble. Many parents and adults
registered their interest for the training on bottle house construction. We also mapped Fakore,
Oretu, and Igbagbo. We noted other challenges faced by the people in the community which
includes lack of access to clean water, erratic electricity supply, poor road network, lack of basic
